	Purposeful color use
	You used color in a way that either unifies or separates features affectively. Color directs readers to specific content and adds personality to the page. 
	You used color in a way that usually unifies or separates features affectively. You may have overused or underused color in a few places. 
	You may have colored the whole page or have not found a way to unify the DPS. This page lacks continuity and/or does not direct the reader’s attention to anything specific.

	Color abuse
	You have avoided using on the body copy, painting the page with color, or overpowering the photos. You clearly have a color strategy in mind when creating this page.
	You have usually avoided color abuse. You may have used color on the body copy or overpowered the photos in a place or two. 
	You have clearly abused color on a number of accounts. Color may be in the body copy, painted across the DPS, or overpowers photos. You need to think more about your color strategy before beginning. 

	Knowledge of color wheel
	You use dark/medium/light values of a single color to provide contrast and adjacent colors to create harmony between colors. Opposite colors on are used to create high-contrast intensity between colors. 
	You usually use dark/medium/light values of a single color to provide contrast. Adjacent colors on the wheel are used. Opposite colors are used to create contrast.
	You may need to go back to your notes to learn more about the color wheel. Use of these strategies is needed to provide a visually appealing DPS to the reader/audience.

	Color Strategies
	You use the strategies often in a way that is unique and different. Color echoes photos and is related to the theme. You have chosen 2 cool and 1 warm color that complement each other nicely. 
	Color strategies are often used in a way that compliments the theme/page. You have chosen 2 cool and 1 warm color to complement each other. 
	You may have chosen random colors that do not belong together. You need to pay more attention when using the strategies to provide a more visually appealing experience for the reader.

	Neatness
	Your page is colored neatly and appropriately. You have taken the time to stay inside the lines.
	Your page is typically colored neatly. You have colored inside the lines most of the time.
